THE CONFESSION OF FAITH III
In the New Testament, the word confession is derived from two root words in the Greek – “homos” which means same and “lego” which means to speak.
“Homos” forms the root for many English words e.g. homosexual relating to the same sex; homocentric – having the same centre; homomorphic – of the same or similar form; homophones – words with same sound but different meanings (steel, steal, still; pair, pear; altar, alter; root, route; dew, due etc.)
Confession has been used in various ways in the Bible to express several related ideas. The Greek word “homologeo” and its derivative “exomologeo” which means to speak the same thing have been used as follows:

(1) Confess, declare, admit (John 1:20; Acts 24:14; Hebrews 11:13).
(2) To confess by way of admitting oneself guilty of what one is accused of, this being the result of inward conviction (1 John 1:9; Matthew 3:6; Mark 1:5; Acts 19:18; James 5:16).

(3) To declare openly the way of speaking out freely, such confession being the effect of deep conviction of facts (Matthew 7:23; 10:32; Luke 12:8; John 9:22; 12:42; Acts 23:8; Romans 10:9,10).

However the King James version of the English Bible has in some places translated “homologeo” as  profess (Matthew 7:23; Titus 1:16; 1 Timothy 6:12) and “homologia” as profession (Hebrews 3:1; 4:14; 10:23).
However this in the real sense should have been translated confess and confession respectively. Hence confession as used in this context is related directly to God’s word. It is saying the same with our mouth as God says in His word. It is making the words of our mouth agree with the written word of God.

CHRIST OUR HIGH PRIEST

Hebrews 5:1-6; 3:1; 4:14; 10:23; 4:14-16; 10:10,12; 12:2; 7:24; 2:17; 1 Peter 2:5,9; Psalm 23:1; 100:3.
Christ is called the priest after the order of Melchisedek (Hebrews 5:5,6). He is the High Priest of our profession (Hebrews 3:1; 4:14; 10:23).
The High Priest serves as the people’s representative before God, offering sacrifices for sins, bringing the people’s request to the throne of God, presenting their needs before the throne of grace (Hebrews 5:1-5; 4:14-16; 1 Peter 2:9).

Christ is all these and more for He is the perfect High Priest that lives forever more who has ONCE FOR ALL finished the work of redemption and now intercedes for us (Hebrews 10:10,12).
However there is a very important and major observation to pay attention to. Christ is called the High Priest of our profession (confession). His high priestly office is directly linked to our confession.

Christ is the author and finisher of our faith (Hebrews 12:2). He is the high priest of our confession of faith.

“It is our confession that makes His priestly ministry effective on our behalf. Each time we make the right confession, we have the whole authority of Christ as our High Priest behind us. He becomes surety for the fulfillment of that which we confess. But if we fail to make the right confession, or if we confess doubt or unbelief rather than faith, then we give Christ no opportunity to minister as our High Priest.

Right confession invokes His priestly ministry on our behalf, but wrong confession shuts us off from it.”

CERTAINTY OF THE HEAVENLY PROVISION

Psalm 121:1,2; 123:1,2; 23:1-6; 104:28; Philippians 4:19; Ephesians 1:3,4; 3:;20 2 Peter 1:3,4; Hebrews 4:14-16; 2 Corinthians 9:8.
Faith can only look up when there is the certainty of receiving help (Psalm 121:1,2; 123:1,2). The provision in heaven is inexhaustible and God is ready to make it available to us (Philippians 4:19; Ephesians 1:3,4; 3:;20 2 Peter 1:3,4). He gives and we gather and fills our lives with good things (Psalm 104:28).

We are encouraged to come boldly to the throne of grace that we find mercy and receive grace to help in time of need (Hebrews 4:14-16) and we have access into this grace by faith (Romans 5:2).

Because the Lord is our shepherd, there is no need to suffer lack (Psalm 23:1-6). God is able to make ALL grace abound towards us so that there is sufficiency in ALL things, at ALL times and in ALL places (2 Corinthians 9:8).
Our confession will ultimately determine what we get (Numbers 14:28; Proverbs 6:2; 18:21; 1 Peter 3:10; Matthew 12:37).

CONFESSION UNTO HUMAN POSSESSION

Matthew 12:34-37; Romans 10:8-10; Psalm 116:10; 2 Corinthians 4:13; Hebrews 3:1,2; 4:14; 10:23
Confession is the natural way to express our faith. True faith will speak. Scriptural faith has a voice. The mouth is the overflow valve for a heart full of faith. Faith in the heart will lead to confession I the mouth (Matthew 12:34-37; Romans 10:8-10; Psalm 116:10; 2 Corinthians 4:13).

If Christ is truly our high priest, our response will be the confession of faith (Hebrews 3:1,2; 4:14; 10:23).

However God expects us to “Hold fast our confession” and that “without wavering” (Hebrews 4:14; 10:23). We must make and maintain the right confession. To make the right confession and later change is to forfeit whatever benefits could have accrued to us through making the right confession.

“Once we have brought the words of our mouth into agreement with God’s written word, we must be careful not to change or go back to a position of unbelief. Many pressures may come against us. It may seem that things are going exactly contrary to what we could have expected. All natural sources of help may fail. But by our faith and our confession we must continue to hold on to those things which do not change – to the word of God and to Jesus Christ as our high priest at God’s right hand.

We are likely to be subjected to ever-increasing pressures that would cause us to change or weaken our confession. No matter what may be the pressures against us, victory comes only through holding fast our confession.”
