THE CONFESSION OF FAITH
Faith possesses many aspects and attributes and confession is one of them. True faith will have a confession: “We having the same spirit of faith, according as it is written, I believed, and therefore have I spoken; we also believe, and therefore speak” (2 Corinthians 4:13; Psalm 116:10).

Faith is positive while unbelief is negative. Positive faith therefore leads to positive confession and negative unbelief leads to negative confession.

There is an inseparable link between the heart and the mouth. Out of the abundance of the heart, the mouth speaks (Matthew 12:34-37). Dirty words from the mouth are evident marks of a corrupt heart. Wholesome words from the mouth are hallmarks of a cleansed heart. The mouth serves as the overflow outlet for a full heart. Unbelief in the heart will lead to negative confession in the mouth. Faith in the heart will lead to positive confession in the mouth. With the heart man believes unto righteousness, with the mouth confession is made unto salvation (Romans 10:8-10).
DANGER OF NEGATIVE CONFESSION

Hebrews 3:12,17-19; 4:1-11; Numbers  13:28-33; 14:1-10,28-37; 2 Kings 7:1-20; Matthew 12:34,37; Luke 19:22.
Unbelief is negative and leads to negative confession. In fact God calls a heart full of unbelief an evil heart (Hebrews 3:12).
Negative confession makes us to lose sight of the greatness of our God and magnifies the enemy above measure. It reduces us to grasshoppers that are bound to perish (Numbers 13:28-33; 14:1-10).

Negative confession will rob us of hope and confidence, make us to give up fighting and sign up for defeat.

Negative confession joins the devil to proclaim that which is contrary to God’s plan for our lives. Negative confession proclaims lack when God is ready to supply all our needs (Philippians 4:19; 2 Corinthians 9:8). It proclaims sickness when God our healer has sent healing and wholeness our way.
DESCENT INTO NATURAL CAPTIVITY

Proverbs 6:2; 13:3; Numbers 14:2,28-37; Hebrews 3:17-19; 4:1-11; Matthew 12:37; Luke 19:22-27; 2 Kings 7:1-20.
Whether we enjoy liberty or end up in captivity partly depends on our confession. We snared by the words of our mouth (Proverbs 6:2).
There are times when the devil forcefully conscripts an individual and puts him in captivity contrary to his desire or will. However there are people that have gone into captivity because of their confession. Our confession will either put us over or bury us under. It will either bring us flowing cash or lead us to a financial crash.

Constant negative confession leads us imperceptibly but surely into captivity. Negative confession is a natural way of descending into captivity. Such captivity is as real and destructive as the ones engineered supernaturally by Satan and his agents.

As for the children of Israel who confessed that they were going to die in the wilderness, God told them that “as ye have spoken in mine ears, so will I do to you” (Numbers 14:28). They inherited the fruit of their confession as they all died in the wilderness. Unbelief and negative confession robbed them of a rest and inheritance in Canaan (Numbers 14:2,28-37; Hebrews 3:17-19; 4:1-11).

DOMINION THROUGH NOBLE CONFESSION

Mark 5:28-34; Matthew 8:8-13; Psalm 118:17-24; 2 Kings 4:23,26,36; Mark 11:22-24. 2 Corinthians 4:13; Psalm 116:10; Romans 10:8-10; Hebrews 4:14; 10:23; Proverbs 10:11.
Positive faith leads to positive confession and this brings dominion. What we confess, we eventually possess. Positive confession is noble and enriching confession. When positive confession becomes our lifestyle, our history will be wrapped up in the laurels of victory, our path will lead to the final destination of dominion, we will bask in the sunshine of liberty and breathe the fresh air of freedom.
For the woman with the issue of blood who said “If I may but touch His clothes, I shall be whole”, her confession became her possession (Mark 5:28-34). To the centurion who declared “Speak the word only and my servant shall be healed” his confession became his possession (Matthew 8:8-13). The Psalmist declared “I shall not die, but live, and declare the works of the Lord” he possessed life as a result (Psalm 118:17-24). The Shunnamite woman confessed positively that it is well and she had victory over death and the grave (2 Kings 4:23,26,36).
We can either establish the mountains in our lives by our negative confession or we can command them to shift and be cast into the sea. We shall have what we believe and confess (Mark 11:22-24).

Your bondage can either be rooted or rooted out depending on your confession. Those who have the true spirit of faith are always speaking and confessing their way to dominion (2 Corinthians 4:13; Hebrews 4:14; 10:23).
