THE DEFEAT OF EVIL GATHERING

Isaiah 54:14,15

Evil gatherings come out of envy, jealousy and it is essentially a conspiracy of wicked people who gather together to fight against a set of people, a city or a cause for no justifiable reason (Nehemiah 4:7,8).

There is essentially nothing we can do to stop the congregating of the evil people but the believer does not have to be afraid because victory over their activities has been promised (Isaiah 54:14,15). Every evil gathering is bound to scatter for the believer’s sake (Deuteronomy 28:7).

SUPPORT OF ESSENTIAL GODLINESS

Isaiah 54:14; Numbers 23:19; 1 Peter 3:10-13; Psalm 34:12-16; Daniel 6:20-22; 1 Kings 13:1-5; Romans 16:19,20

“In righteousness shalt thou be established: thou shalt be far from oppression … ” (Isaiah 54:14).

Righteousness and godliness are mighty defences against Satan’s attacks. If we are established in righteousness, we will be far from oppression, affliction, terror and intimidation of the enemy. This is the first pillar in the process of defeating every evil gathering. Balak and Balaam can gather together against Israel (Numbers 22:6; 23:1-7). However their gathering will come to naught because with righteousness in the camp of Israel, there can be no enchantment against Jacob and no divination against Israel (Numbers 23:19). 

Daniel’s righteousness makes God to work on his behalf and block the mouths of the lions (Daniel 6:20-22).

SURETY OF EVIL GATHERING

Isaiah 54:15; Joshua 9:1,2; Psalm 59:3,4; 56:6; 94:21; Jeremiah 26:9; Micah 4:11; Genesis 34:30; Numbers 16:3,11,42; 20:2; 22:6; 23:1-7; 24:1; Nehemiah 2:19,20; 4:1-8; 6:1-9; Acts 4:26

“Behold, they shall SURELY gather together” (Isaiah 54:15). 

There is nothing that the believer can do about the evil people gathering together against him. Praying against evil gathering that it will not happen is a waste of time. The Lord has emphatically and unequivocally told us that they shall SURELY gather together.

All the kings of Canaan “gathered themselves together to fight with Joshua and with Israel, with one accord” (Joshua 9:1,2). Joshua and all Israel couldn’t stop their evil gathering.

Balak and Balaam will gather together. We may not be able to stop their evil gathering (Numbers 22:6; 23:1-7; 24:1).

Sanballat, Tobiah, Geshem and their evil team can gather together with the aim of frustrating and sabotaging the work of rebuilding the broken walls of Jerusalem (Nehemiah 2:19,20; 4:1-8; 6:1-9).

The Pharisees, Sadducces, Herodians, Scribes and all the antagonists of Jesus gathered together against Him inspite of their differences (). Jesus couldn’t stop that from happening.

There is scriptural certainty that evil people will gather and congregate together against the children of God (Psalm 59:3,4; 56:6; 94:21; Jeremiah 26:9; Micah 4:11; Genesis 34:30; Numbers 16:3,11,42; 20:2; Acts 4:26).

SOURCE OF EVIL GATHERING

Isaiah 54:15; John 13:2,27-30; 8:40-44; Matthew 26:14-19; Luke 22:3-6; 1 John 3:12,15; Revelation 12:7-11

“Behold, they shall SURELY gather together, BUT NOT BY ME” (Isaiah 54:15). 

There are times when people gather together unto Christ and His name (Matthew 18:20). However when evil people gather together, it is certainly not by God or by Christ. Satan and not God is the source of every evil gathering.

Judas Iscariot gathered together with the chief priests in order to precipitate the crucifixion of Jesus. However Satan was behind the evil gathering (John 13:2,27-30; Matthew 26:14-19; Luke 22:3-6).

Satan is always the ultimate source of evil gatherings. He is usually the brain behind evil gatherings against the righteous. He engineers wicked men, manipulating through principalities and powers to raise up battles against the believers.

SCATTERING OF EVIL GATHERING

Isaiah 54:15; Numbers 24:10,11,25; Matthew 27:1-10; Joshua 9:1,2; 10:6-8,40; Daniel 6:24; Genesis 42:10,21,22; Deuteronomy 28:7.

“Whosoever shall gather together against thee shall fall for thy sake” (Isaiah 54:15).

Here we have the divine promise of the defeat of evil gatherings. They shall be scattered, shattered and battered. Such groupings and gatherings shall come to naught. They will fall for our sake.

The gathering together of Balak and Balaam eventually scattered (Numbers 24:10,11,25). The gathering together of Judas and the chief priests eventually also scattered (Matthew 27:1-10). The rebellion and war engineered by the gathering kings of Canaan was crushed and all of them fell (Joshua 9:1,2; 10:6-8,40).

Those who gathered together against Daniel fell and perished for his sake (Daniel 6:24). The brothers of Joseph that gathered together against him were eventually humbled and suffered terribly for their evil deed (Genesis 42:10,21,22).

The evil gathering will come with their evil assignment and programme in one way but they will scatter seven ways (Deuteronomy 28:7).
