THE DEFEAT OF SATANIC WEAPONS

Isaiah 54:17

“No weapon that is formed against thee shall prosper” (Isaiah 54:17). This intimates us as to the activities of the enemy. He is busy forging weapons to be used against the saints. We are not ignorant of this strategy of the devil because God has revealed this to us in His word (2 Corinthians 2:11).

Satan employs innumerable weapons to fight against the saints of God. They can be intellectual (evil thoughts, doubt and unbelief), spiritual (satanic dreams, demonic oppression, spiritual affliction), physical (financial poverty, lack and insufficiency), emotional (sexual passions and drives, financial greed), social (persecution, hatred, ostracism) etc.

However we have God’s guarantee that no weapon (no matter its size and sophistication, whether physical or spiritual, intellectual or social) that Satan directs against us will prosper. Every one of those satanic weapons shall fail.

FORGING OF SATANIC WEAPONS

Isaiah 54:17; Psalm 36:4; 7:12-16; 10:2,3,7-10; Esther 3:6-15; Judges 16:1-20; Revelation 2:20-22,14,15; 2 Kings 9:22,30.

“No weapon that is formed against thee shall prosper” (Isaiah 54:17). This passage already suggests and indicates that some weapons have been formed to be used against us. Satan like a mastersmith is forging weapons at his evil anvil, manufacturing destructive weapons in his satanic arms factory in order to use them against the saints of God. Satan keeps his agents like Haman busy day and night devising evil in their bedchambers (Psalm 36:4; 7:12-16; 10:2,3,7-10; Esther 3:6-15). The devil can set sexual traps like Jezebel to ensnare the unwary (Revelation 2:20-22; 2 Kings 9:22,30) or like Delilah to nullify the anointing and effectiveness of God’s servants (Judges 16:1-20) or like the prostitutes of Moab to entrap the Israelites (Numbers 25:1-9; Revelation 2:14,15).

Among the satanic weapons forged in the satanic foundry are evil thoughts, lusts, passions, worldliness, temptations of various kinds (1 Corinthians 10:13,14; 2 Corinthians 10:4-6; James 1:13-15; Romans 6:12; 1 John 2:15-17).

Satanic opposition and persecution that almost makes life unbearable is part of Satan’s arsenal. Satan’s purpose is to make the believer to give up and backslide at the very worst or to compromise at the very best (Zechariah 3:1-5; Job 1:6-21; 2:1-9; Revelation 2:10,13).

FOCUS OF SATANIC WEAPONS

Isaiah 54:17; 59:19; Psalm 11:2; 58:7; 64:1-7; 37:14,15; 7:1,2; Job 1:6-21; 2:1-9; Revelation 12:13-17; Ephesians 6:16; Revelation 12:12-17.

“No weapon that is formed AGAINST THEE shall prosper” (Isaiah 54:17). The focus of satanic weapons is the saints of God. Satan and his agents shoot arrows at the righteous in secret (Psalm 11:2; 58:7; 64:1-7; 37:14,15; 7:1,2). They come like a flood against the righteous (Isaiah 59:19; Revelation 12:13-17).

The devil is busy throwing the grenades and shooting the fiery darts he has made against the believers (Ephesians 6:16). He directs his fiery attacks at the righteous like Job (Job 1:6-21; 2:1-9).

He always walking about like a roaring lion seeking whom he may devour (1 Peter 5:8,9). He specialises in waging war against the saints of God (Revelation 12:12-17).

FAILURE OF SATANIC WEAPONS

Isaiah 54:17; 59:19; 44:25; Zechariah 3:1-5; Genesis 31:24,29; 39:1-13; Psalm 58:6-8; Nehemiah 6:1-13; 2 Samuel 15:31-34; 17:14; Revelation 12:13-17.

“No weapon that is formed against thee shall prosper” (Isaiah 54:17). None of the satanic weapons will accomplish their intended purpose. They are doomed to fail, they shall not prosper.

Satanic bombs will not explode as they have been programmed to explode because of malfunctioning. Others will not go off as planned because the Spirit of God will have detonated and quenched them on our behalf. The Spirit of God will lift up a standard against the enemy (Isaiah 59:19; Revelation 12:13-17; Zechariah 3:1-5; Genesis 31:24,29). The flood of the enemy will not carry us away (Isaiah 59:19; Revelation 12:13-17).

When the enemy like a lion wants to tear us apart and eat us, he will not be able because God will break his teeth (Psalm 58:6). The arrows that the enemy directs at us will be broken and cut in pieces (Psalm 58:7). Every wicked and evil device will be aborted before they have the opportunity of coming to life (Psalm 58:8). God will frustrate the token of satanic liars, turn the diviners mad, turn the knowledge and wisdom of Ahitophel to foolishness (Nehemiah 6:1-13; Isaiah 44:25; 2 Samuel 15:31-34; 17:14).

As God helped Joseph to escape the sexual trap of Portiphar’s wife, He will help us so that Satan’s weapon of immorality will not prosper in our lives (Genesis 39:1-13).
