VICTORY OVER SATANIC DREAMS

Dreams can have an impact upon our lives whether positive or negative depending on the type of dream. Satanic dreams are always evil and destructive in their outcome. Many people experience less than pleasant sleep as a result of weird and horrible nightmares (Job 7:13-16). Then they subsequently experience the manifestation of what they have dreamt about.

Satanic dreams are a reality and the myriads of people whose lives have been marred by them are a testimony to the reality of satanic dreams. The believer does not have to fall prey to Satan (1 Peter 5:8,9). However this means that the believer is not ignorant of the activities of the devil in this area. To be ignorant is to go into captivity (2 Corinthians 2:11; Hosea 4:6; Isaiah 5:13).

STRATEGY OF THE DEVIL

2 Corinthians 11:13-15; 2:11; Matthew 13:24-30,4,19; Mark 3:4,15; Luke 8:5,12; Job 7:13-16; John 8:44; 13:2; Acts 5:3.

God has designed many things for the benefit of man. For example God has designed to get the attention of man and provide him useful information and guidance when he is in deep sleep through dreams (Job 33:14-18).

However the devil specialises in perverting the good things designed for man’s benefit as well as manipulate it to man’s disadvantage. In the area of dreams, the devil has done a lot of damage to many lives through his manipulation.

The devil can fake to be God or an angel of light (2 Corinthians 11:13-15). Therefore the dreams which at first superficial glance may seem to be from God can actually after a thorough examination be found to be from Satan. If we are ignorant of his devices and strategy and have no discernment, the devil can use this to get an advantage over us (2 Corinthians 2:11).

Just as God speaks to man during sleep (Job 33:14-18; Genesis 20:3,6), the devil is also active when men sleep (Matthew 13:24-30).

The devil can only scare and terrify people with terrible nightmares and push them to the edge of insanity, unrest and destruction (Job 7:13-16). Whether through dreams or by suggestions in the mind, the devil can only speak lies that lead to sin, evil and destruction (John 8:44; 13:2; Acts 5:3; 2 Corinthians 12:7; Ephesians 2:2; 1 Thessalonians 2:18; 1 Peter 5:8).

The devil only specialises in sowing tares in a good soil. He will sow bad thoughts and demonic dreams in a good heart (Matthew 13:24-30) or sow bad people in a righteous congregation (Matthew 13:36-43). The devil’s strategy is always the same.

The devil steals God’s word from people’s heart so that they will not bring forth fruit unto salvation (Matthew 13:4,19; Mark 3:4,15; Luke 8:5,12). The devil can also make us to forget the details of good dreams from God so that they may never have the possibility of coming to fulfilment.

SYMBOLS IN DREAMS

Genesis 40:8,12,18; 41:16,25; Daniel 2:19,28; 1:17; Isaiah 8:19; cf. Genesis 28:12-15 with John 1:51

Sometimes, the message in dreams are simple and straightforward to know (Genesis 20:3-14; 37:5-20). However, at other times the dreams may be full of symbolism that demands wise interpretation in order to decode their messages (Genesis 40:5-22; 41:16-32).

Interpretation belongs to the Lord and He will not leave us destitute (Genesis 40:8,12,18; 41:16,25; Daniel 2:19,28; 1:17).

Satanic dreams can be interpreted as we compare their symbolism with the plan of God for our lives as revealed in the scriptures:

(1) Dreams of doors closing just before one enters, provision finishing before our turn, etc. (Isaiah 22:22; Revelation 3:7)

God’s will is that doors of opportunity shall open for us and we will enter in. Doors closing against us is Satan’s plan and ordination. This is the spirit of “almost there”.

(2) Travelling on an unending journey (Jeremiah 29:11; Genesis 28:15).

There is an ordained destination for us. God wants to give us an expected end. Travelling on an unending journey is of Satan. It represents unprofitable endeavours.

(3) Being driven by unknown persons to unknown destinations (Psalm 23:2,3; 48:14; 37:23)

The Lord is our Shepherd. He is the one that leads us beside the still waters and the paths of righteousness (Psalm 23:2,3). We know our leader and guide (Psalm 48:14), our steps are ordered by the Lord (Psalm 37:23) and we have an expected end in mind (Jeremiah 29:11). To be driven by unknown persons to unknown destinations is representative of a confused, uncertain and profitless life. Unseat the unprofitable drivers.

(4) Begging for alms, wearing rags, tattered shoes or walking about barefooted (Psalm 37:25,26)

This is an indication of being attacked by the spirit of poverty. It is the plan of Satan to keep people permanently poor or unemployed.

God never forsakes the righteous and their children will never beg for bread (Psalm 37:25,26; Deuteronomy 28:1-13). God has pleasure in the prosperity of his servant (Psalm 35:27; 3John 2; Philippians 4:19).

(5) Bleeding to death, amputation, shot at and killed, frequently in funeral service (Psalm 91:16; 118:17)

These are indications of the activities of the spirit of death. This is contrary to God’s will for us (Psalm 91:16; 118:17).

(6) Hair shaved or removed, filth poured on ones head, wearing a wig (1 Corinthians 11:15; Nahum 3:6,7)

The hair is a kind of glory (1 Corinthians 11:15). Having it removed symbolises the removal of glory from ones life. Pouring filth on the head is an indication of oncoming shame (Nahum 3:6,7). Wearing a wig is a symbol of false glory which is fleeting.

The symbols in a dream and its interpretation should always be weighed against God’s revelation as contained in the scriptures. Anything contrary to God’s word and plan for our lives is of the devil (Isaiah 8:19).

SECRET OF DOMINION

Colossians 1:13,14; Isaiah 54:14-17; Mark 10:52; 5:34; Matthew 9:22,29; Job 3:25,26; Proverbs 10:24; James 4:7; 1 Peter 5:8,9; Ephesians 6:16; Job 22:28; Philippians 2:9-11; 4:19.

Dominion over satanic dreams is a certainty for the faithful believer (1 John 5:4,5; Romans 16:20). Three main essentials to be observed in order to secure victory over satanic dreams are:

(1) Being in Christ

There is no peace for the wicked (Isaiah 3:10,11; 57:20,21). The sinner is commanded to repent before mercy and pardon can be his (Isaiah 55:6,7; Proverbs 28:13). Only those who are born again have dominion over satanic dreams as their heritage (Colossians 1:13,14; Isaiah 54:14-17).

(2) Never fear

Fear has torment (1 John 4:18). Fear can paralyse us from taking the necessary action and hence suffer terrible consequences as a result of negligence and idleness. It will either be to us according to our faith or our fear (Mark 10:52; 5:34; Matthew 9:22,29; Job 3:25,26; Proverbs 10:24). No matter how terrible the satanic dream, don’t fear, and don’t panic.

(3) Aggressive warfare

Fervent and aggressive warfare is the secret of dominion. Resisting the devil makes him to flee (James 4:7; 1 Peter 5:8,9). We can join fasting with praying in serious cases (Matthew 17:19-21; Mark 9:28,29). We must learn to use the weapons of our warfare: (a) The name of Jesus (Philippians 2:9-11; Mark 16:17,18); (b) The blood of Jesus (Revelation 12:11); (c) The authority and decree of the believer (Matthew 16:19; Job 22:28); (d) The testimony of faith (Revelation 12:11).

We must learn to fully put on the whole armour of God and use our shield of faith to quench every fiery dart coming from satanic dreams (Ephesians 6:16).
