VICTORY OVER SATAN’S ATTACKS & ACCUSATIONS

In as much as we are in the world, we as believers should always expect Satan’s attacks and accusations. This is all that Satan spends his time brewing up. Until Satan’s time is up, he will continue to attack and accuse. However for the believer there is the guarantee of victory all the time over Satan’s attacks and accusations.

It is important that we know the truth concerning Satan’s operations and God’s provision for the believer to live in victory. Satan’s strategies have not changed though he repackages them in new wrappers from generation to generation. Poison is still poison even when wrapped with the wrapper of sweet.

DEMONIC ATTACKS

Job 1:6-22; 2:1-7; 1 Peter 5:8,9; Matthew 13:4,19,24-28,38,39; 15:13; John 13:2; Acts 5:3; Ephesians 2:2; Zechariah 3:1-5; Isaiah 59:19; Luke 22:31,32.

The devil is always walking to and fro the earth, going up and down in it like a roaring lion seeking whom to devour (Job 1:6-22; 2:1-7; 1 Peter 5:8,9).

Like a thief with evil intentions, the devil comes to steal, to kill and to destroy (John 10:10; 8:44).

Satan’s attacks are many and varied and they include:

(1) Inflicting diseases and sicknesses (Job 2:7; Luke 9:42; 13:16).

(2) Removing the good seed sown in men’s hearts (Matthew 13:4,19).

(3) Sowing tares (Matthew 13:24-28,38,39).

It is not every tree in a person’s life that God plants. There are some planted by the devil that needs to be uprooted (Matthew 15:13).

(4) Motivating and instigating people to commit sin (John 8:44; 13:2; Acts 5:3; 2 Corinthians 12:7; Ephesians 2:2; 1 Thessalonians 2:18; Genesis 3:4,5; 1 Chronicles 21:1; Matthew 4:1-3).

(5) Fiery opposition of the believer (Zechariah 3:1-5; Isaiah 59:19; Luke 22:31,32; 1 Peter 5:8,9).

DEVILISH ACCUSATIONS

Revelation 12:10; Job 1:7-22; 2:1-7; Matthew 5:11,12; 12:10; Mark 3:2; 15:3; Luke 6:7; 11:54; 23:2,10,14; John 8:6,10; 18:29.

The devil specialises in accusation. He is particularly referred to as the accuser of the brethren (Revelation 12:10).

He accused Job before God (Job 1:7-22; 2:1-7). The devil always has false accusation against the believer. It is not a new thing (Matthew 5:11,12; 27:37; Mark 15:26). The agents of the devil were always fishing for occasions when they could find accusations concerning Jesus (Matthew 12:10; Mark 3:2; 15:3; Luke 6:7; 11:54; 23:2,10,14; John 8:6; 18:29). 

Never join the devil’s camp in bringing accusation against a person singled out for divine mercy and pardon (John 8:10; 2 Timothy 3:3; Titus 2:3).

When you have done your best and put in the best effort for the expansion of the kingdom of God, the devil will accuse you of showing off, eye service, etc. 

DIVINE ASSISTANCE

Jeremiah 31:11; 50:33,34; Psalm 108:13; 60:12; Zechariah 3:1-5; Daniel 10:11-13; Job 1:9-11; Genesis 31:24,29; Isaiah 59:19; Ephesians 6:11-17; Revelation 12:11; Romans 4:17; Hebrews 10:23; 11:11.

The devil is strong but God has promised to help us (Jeremiah 31:11; 50:33,34). Greater is He that is within us than he that is in the world (1 John 4:4).

Divine assistance for victory can come through various means (Psalm 108:13; 60:12):

(1) Direct divine intervention (Zechariah 3:1-5; Daniel 10:11-13; Job 1:9-11; Genesis 31:24,29; Isaiah 59:19; Exodus 14:14).

(2) Personal use of our weapons of warfare (2 Corinthians 10:3-5; Isaiah 54:17).

(3) Putting on the whole armour of God (Ephesians 6:11-17).

Putting to use our shield of faith to quench every fiery dart of the wicked enemy as well as wielding our sword of the Spirit is the way to victory over Satan’s attacks and accusations.

(4) The blood of the Lamb (Revelation 12:11).

(5) The confession of the believer (Revelation 12:11; Romans 4:17; Hebrews 10:23; 11:11).
