WOMAN, THOU ART LOOSED! II

Luke 13:10-17

It does not matter the cruelty of the devil or the contention of his agents or their objection to your being blessed by God or loosed by Christ, you will be loosed in Jesus’ name to the shame and humiliation of the devil and his agents (Luke 13:17).

When God looses you, who is the devil or his agents to query it! (Isaiah 43:13). God does all things after the counsel of His will and it is His pleasure to set you free (Ephesians 1:11).

Whatever area of your life that you have been bound – physical, marriage, finance, personality, etc., you will be loosed in Jesus’ name.

CONDEMNATION OF THE DETRACTORS

Isaiah 49:25; Psalm 60:12; 108:13; 23:5; Malachi 3:8; Romans 8:31; Exodus 14:14; Hebrews 13:5,6

To the rulers of the synagogue who was detracting the people from God’s blessings, Christ had only rebuke and condemnation: “Thou hypocrite” (Luke 13:15).

On the Sabbath day himself or any of his camp will LOOSE their ox or ass from the stall and lead it away to watering to find refreshing and comfort. Yet they don’t count or classify this as work. However for a human being, a Jewess, a daughter of Abraham to be LOOSED from her bondage and led to liberty to find release, refreshing and comfort on the Sabbath day is counted as work. What a hypocrite indeed!

Following Christ branding the ruler of the synagogue a hypocrite, himself and his colleagues were humiliated: “all his adversaries were ashamed” (Luke 13:17).

Every detractor that tries to prevent us from enjoying God’s deliverance will always come to shame and condemnation.

God will contend with those who contend with us, fight for us against every enemy, rebuke the devourer for our sakes (Isaiah 49:25; Psalm 60:12,13; 108:12,13; Malachi 3:8; Romans 8:31; Exodus 14:14; Hebrews 13:5,6).

Every tongue like that of the ruler of the synagogue that rises up against us shall be condemned (Isaiah 54:17). God specialises in granting His people deliverance while the enemy watches, He prepares a table for us in the presence of our enemies (Psalm 23:5).

COMPASSION OF THE DELIVERER

Luke 13:12,13; John 5:6; 9:1,6; Mark 10:49-51; 1:40-42; Hebrews 4:15,16; John 11:34-36; Psalm 37:5,7;  Acts 10:38

The Lord is always compassionate (Mark 1:40-42; Hebrews 4:15,16; John 11:34-36; Psalm 37:5,7).

(1) The Lord taught truth that sets free and He as TRUTH also sets free (Luke 13:10,12,13; John 8:32,36).

The Lord taught and healed. He declared the scriptures and delivered the saint. He taught the Bible and touched the believer.

(2) Laying on of hands is a scriptural method of ministering healing and deliverance (Luke 13:13)

Although the scriptures warns against indiscriminate laying on of hands, there are instances where we can wisely and with all purity (especially when it concerns the opposite sex) lay hands to minister God’s blessings (Mark 6:5; 7:32; 16:18; 10:16; Luke 4:40; Acts 28:8; Genesis 48:14; Matthew 19:15).

(3) Deliverance attests to Christ’s purpose on earth and His Messianic claims

Christ came to destroy the works of the devil (1 John 3:8; John 10:10). He came to open the prison door for Satan’s prisoners (Isaiah 14:17; 61:1; Luke 4:18). He always heals those oppressed by the devil (Acts 10:38). When Satan binds, Christ looses. Bearing this in mind, therefore “ought not this woman, … whom Satan hath bound … be loosed from this bond …?”
(4) Those bound by Satan can always count on the compassion of the Lord (Luke 13:12)

“And when Jesus saw her, He called her to Him” (Luke 13:12). He will not bypass you. He will see you and call for you (John 5:6; 9:1,6; Mark 10:49-51).

(5) Christ’s word of command brought IMMEDIATE deliverance (Luke 13:12,13)

“Woman, thou art loosed from thine infirmity … and IMMEDIATELY she was made straight” (Luke 13:12,13).

Though bound for 18 years, she didn’t have to recover over the next 18 years. Your long-standing bondage can disappear immediately. Freedom can be instantaneous.

CELEBRATION OF THE DELIVERED

Luke 13:13; Psalm 142:7; 126:1-3; 103:1,2,4,6; 106:12,6-11; Judges 4:24; 5:1-31; 1 Samuel 18:6,7; Luke 10:17; Acts 8:5-8; 3:7-10; 2 Chronicles 20:27,28; Exodus 15:1-21; Revelation 15:2-4

Following the deliverance, this woman “glorified God” (Luke 13:13). This should always be the climax of deliverance – a life lived to the praise of God’s name (Psalm 142:7; Mark 5:18-20).

There ought to always be praise from delivered captives (Psalm 126:1-3; 103:1,2,4,6; 106:12,6-11; Judges 4:24; 5:1-31; 1 Samuel 18:6,7; Luke 10:17; Acts 8:5-8; 3:7-10; 2 Chronicles 20:27,28; Exodus 15:1-21; Revelation 15:2-4).

Even the onlookers glorified God: “and all the people rejoiced for all the glorious things that were done by Him” (Luke 13:17). This is always the result of divine deliverance (Luke 7:16; Acts 8:8; Psalm 126:1-3).

While the detractors were ashamed and humiliated, the delivered and the good-intentioned onlookers were celebrating and rejoicing.
