WRITTEN CONCERNING ME
Luke 4:17-21; 21:22; 22:37; 24:44
Many believers stumble through life never finding out what has been written concerning them. For this reason, they are never able to fulfil their potential or are diverted away from their destiny.
Christ spent time to find out what was written concerning Him. These provided direction for His life and ministry. He knew His mission, He understood the obstacles He was to face, He knew the path He was to tread. There was a sense of direction and purpose to His life that would have otherwise been absent.

Finding what is written concerning you will give direction and purpose to your life. It will give certainty and a divine sense of accomplishment to your existence. You will not settle down to be the king of the Jews when you were destined to be the Saviour of the world (John 6:12-15; 4:40-44; 19:10; Matthew 1:21).

FINDING THE WRITTEN WORD

Luke 4:17-21; 21:22; 22:37; 24:44,45; John 12:37-41; 13:18; 15:25; 17:12; 19:24,36,37; Isaiah 61:1,2; Psalm 41:9; 69:4; 22:18; Psalm 138:8; 118:17; Jeremiah 29:11; Isaiah 54:14-17; Philippians 4:13,19; 2 Corinthians 9:8.
“And there was delivered unto Him the book of the prophet Esaias. And when He had opened the book, HE FOUND THE PLACE WHERE IT WAS WRITTEN …” (Luke 4:17).

Christ knew what was written concerning Him in the scriptures. He made it His habit to find out and discover what was written concerning Him so that they could be fulfilled (Luke 4:17-21; 21:22; 22:37; 24:44,45; John 12:37-41; 13:18; 15:25; 17:12; 19:24,36,37; Isaiah 61:1,2; Psalm 41:9; 69:4; 22:18).

The word of God is for the world. However, we must personalize it for spiritual profit. God’s word is the truth. The truth does not automatically set people free. It is the truth that we know that sets us free (John 8:32,36). The truth that we don’t know does not have the power to set us free.

We must locate and find the written word. What is written concerning you? Have you checked lately some of these scriptures written concerning you? (Psalm 138:8; 118:17; Jeremiah 29:11; Isaiah 54:14-17; Philippians 4:13,19; 2 Corinthians 9:8).

We find the written word by searching. Whoever seeks will find (Acts 17:11; John 5:39; Matthew 7:7-11; Jeremiah 29:13).
FEEDING ON THE WRITTEN WORD

Colossians 3:16; Matthew 4:4; Luke 4:4; Deuteronomy 8:3; Joshua 1:8; Psalm 1:1-3; 119:9-11; 19:7-11; 1 Peter 2:1,2; Acts 17:11; John 5:39.
It is as God’s word dwells richly in our hearts that the Holy Spirit is able to take the word and personalize it to our profit. Allowing God’s word to dwell in our hearts implies a regular and rich intake of the word (Colossians 3:16). We need to desire the sincere milk of the word that we may grow thereby (1 Peter 2:1,2). We need to search the scriptures daily for personal profit (Acts 17:11; John 5:39).
We need to constantly feed on the written word. Man must not live by bread alone but by every word that proceeds out of God’s mouth (Matthew 4:4; Luke 4:4; Deuteronomy 8:3).

Victory and success come as we read, study and meditate in God’s word (Joshua 1:8). Blessedness is the result of walking in God’s counsel and taking heed to His word (Psalm 1:1-3; 119:9-11; 19:7-11).

FAITH IN THE WRITTEN WORD

Luke 1:45,38; Romans 4:20; Acts 27:25; Isaiah 55:10,11; Ezekiel 12:25; Psalm 117:20; 84:11; 23:1-6; 35:27; 37:25; 3 John 2; Matthew 8:8,13; Numbers 23:23; Isaiah 54:14-17; 
God’s word has been written so that we can accomplish God’s purposes for our lives. The written word declares our security (Numbers 23:23; Isaiah 54:14-17). It ensures our eternity with God (John 14:1-3). It guarantees our prosperity (Psalm 84:11; 23:1-6; 35:27; 37:25; 3 John 2). 

God sends His word to bring healing and deliverance (Psalm 117:20; Matthew 8:8,13). When God sends His word, it always accomplishes the intended purpose (Isaiah 55:10,11; Ezekiel 12:25).

We need to cultivate faith in the written word. It is faith that activates the benefits in the written word. Faith is the catalyst that propels the word towards fulfillment.

We need to develop our faith to take hold of divine promises (Luke 1:45,38; Romans 4:20; Acts 27:25). As we believe, nothing shall be impossible unto us. Rather, all things shall be possible unto us (Mark 9:23; Like 37). Have you believed our report? Have you believed the written word? (Isaiah 53:1).
FULFILMENT OF THE WRITTEN WORD

Acts 27:25; Luke 4:16-21; 21:22; 22:37; 24:44; Matthew 8:16,17; Isaiah 55:10,11; Ezekiel 12:25; Jeremiah 23:29; 2 Chronicles 20:20; Isaiah 7:9.
If we find the written word and we manifest faith in that written word, there will be the fulfillment of the written word. It will surely be as we have heard and have read (Acts 27:25).

God’s written word always gets fulfilled as in the life of Christ (Luke 4:16-21; 21:22; 22:37; 24:44; Matthew 8:16,17).

If we believe the written word, it will be unto us according to our faith (Matthew 8:13; 9:29; Mark 5:34; 10:52; Luke 7:508:48; 17:19; 18:42).

God’s word can never return to Him void. It will do God’s pleasure. It will prosper in the task to which God sent it (Isaiah 55:10,11; Ezekiel 12:25; Jeremiah 23:29; 2 Chronicles 20:20; Isaiah 7:9).
