HIS HAND IS NOT SHORTENED
Isaiah 59:1-21
We live in an era when men are muddled up about the message of salvation. Many falsely and wrongly put the onus of their salvation on God saying “God will save me when He wants to”. Redemption has been accomplished and the Spirit of God is crying out to whosoever will to come and take the water of life freely. 

What else can God do for man? He sent His Son to die on calvary for our sins. He gave us a Bible to read so that we can know how to have our sins forgiven. He gave us preachers that expound God’s word to us so that we can be saved. He sent His Holy Spirit to convict us of sin, prompt us to repentance, believe God for His word and get saved. 

Ignorance of the way of salvation, self-conceit and self-deception, indifference to God’s call are a few of the reasons why so many in the church today are not saved. If today you will not harden your heart, today can be your day of salvation.

GOD’S WILLINGNESS TO SAVE Isaiah 59:1 
2 Peter 3:9; 1 Timothy 2:1-6; Revelation 22:17; Isaiah 45:22; 55:1; Matthew 22:9; 11:28-30; John 7:37; Romans 10:12; Mark 16:15; Acts 10:34,35; Ezekiel 18:23,32; 33:11.

The foregoing verse essentially reveals God’s willingness to save. God is not impaired by shortness of hand that He cannot lift us out of the pit of pollution or dig us out of the miry clay. God is not hard of hearing that He cannot hear our cry for salvation or indifferent to our plea for mercy or will not pay attention to our seeking after redemption. If we knock, He will hear and open the door of salvation. If we cry, He will respond to our need of forgiveness. If we ask, mercy drops will fall. If we shout, showers of blessing will descend. He that created the ears, shall He not hear? 

God is not willing that any man should perish but that all should come to repentance. God will have all men saved if it were possible. He is not interested in the physical death and eternal peril of the sinner. This is why He has been patient with men, pleading with them before the door of mercy closes. No unsaved person can ever lay the blame at God’s doorstep.

GREAT WALL OF SEPARATION Isaiah 59:2-15 
Psalm 66:18; Proverbs 1:28,29; 28:9,13; Galatians 5:19-21; Romans 3:33; 6:23; Exodus 33:3; Joshua 7:11,12; Isaiah 64:7; Hosea 5:6.

Despite God’s willingness to save, the efficacy of our source of salvation, the adequate provision made at calvary, the ever open door of mercy, why are many still not saved? Sin is a great wall of separation, a hindering barrier between man and God. His hand cannot reach unto us because of this barrier of iniquities. He is of a purer eyes than to behold iniquity. He has hid His face from us and closed His ear to the cry of the unrepentant sinner. 

The prayer of the sinner is abomination before God. The prayer of the sinner which God is interested in hearing and answering is the prayer of repentance: “God be merciful to me a sinner”. Our sins have made us to come short of God’s glory. 

A whole load of sins are catalogued in the ensuing verses: abortion, murder, lying, malice, gossiping, cursing, abusing, rotten language/speech, injustice, false trust in idols and evil powers, false trust in fashion and image building, conception of mischief and active involvement in evil, planing evil for others and disguising it as good, violence, evil and sinful thoughts, and all forms of ungodliness. As long as we love and live in sin, God will not hear us if we pray.

GREAT WANT OF SUPPLICATION Isaiah 59:16-19 
Ezekiel 22:30,31; Isaiah 63:5; 41:28; 10:27; Matthew 16:18,19; 12:29; Luke 4:18,19; Romans 10:1; 2 Corinthians 4:3,4.

The devil’s plan is to hold men and women in bondage. When there are no intercessors to stand in the gap for the people, conversions will be very few in the church. The sinner may want to get saved but the devil brings one hindrance or the other, gives him false hope or comfort, shows him the glory of this world and what he stands to “loose” if he gives his life to Christ. However, when we pray, the sinner will see all these things as they really are: shadows and illusions! The anointing will break the yoke of sin, the strong man is bound, his goods spoilt and his captives set free. The relish for sin is taken away and the sinner begins to see the dreadfulness of sin. 

Oh that we will pray until the Spirit of God will lift up a standard against the enemy. Oh that we will supplicate until the gates of hell are broken down and Satan’s hold on souls is loosened. Who will stand in the gap for sinners in our midst? Who will pray until everybody in the House Fellowships is genuinely converted?

GOD’S WAY TO SALVATION Isaiah 59:20,21 
Isaiah 55:6,7; Job 11:14; Proverbs 28:13; Ephesians 4:22; Colossians 2:11; Hebrews 12:1; 1 Peter 2:11; 2 Chronicles 7:14; Ezekiel 18:21; 1 John 1:9.

God’s way to salvation is repentance and faith in Christ. Repentance is a COMPLETE AND TOTAL turning away from sin – great or small. We must confess all known sins and forsake them before pardon will be offered from God’s throne. We must turn from transgression. 

There is no other way to salvation. We must come on God’s terms or not at all. There are no half measures with God. We are either saved or we are not. We are either saints or we are sinners. We are either christians or we are not. Saintly sinners or sinning saints are contradiction in terms – both belong to the devil’s family. 

Will you be free from your burden of sin? Will you come to calvary to wash and be clean? Will you make today your day of salvation?
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
