SALVATION THROUGH THE UNSPARED SON

(ISAAC – A TYPE OF CHRIST)

Genesis 22:1-14

There are many facets of Isaac’s life which serve as a type of Christ. Isaac was the promised seed of Abraham as Christ was the ultimate fulfilment of that promise. Isaac was to be a royal sacrifice as Christ was a royal sacrifice.

Although Abraham as the type of the loving Father was spared the agony of sacrificing his son, God went on to sacrifice His Only Begotten Son in the greatest epic of redemptive love. However the grave could not hold Him, up from the grave He arose and lives as the Saviour of mankind. He died for us and in our place. He was the ready, willing substitute for us who is better than the ram that substituted for Isaac. What depth of love God commends towards us!

THE REGARDED SON

Genesis 17:18-21; 21:10-12; 22:2,16; 24:4-9; 25:5,6; 3:15; Galatians 3:14,16,29; Psalm 45:7; Matthew 3:16,17; 17:5;

Isaac was not the only son of Abraham but he was the PROMISED SEED (Genesis 17:18-21; 21:10-12; 22:2,16; 24:4-9; 25:5,6). Isaac was the son of Abraham as no other was the son of Abraham. He was the highly regarded son through whom God was to fulfil the promises made to Abraham.

Christ is the PROMISED SEED of the woman as well as PROMISED SEED of Abraham (Genesis 3:15; Galatians 3:14,16,29).

He is the Son of God as no other person is the son of God (Psalm 45:7; Matthew 3:16,17; 17:5). He is the highly regarded, well beloved, ONLY BEGOTTEN Son of the Father through whom God was to fulfil the promise of salvation and plan of redemption. Abraham appears as the type of the Father offering His only begotten Son.

THE ROYAL SACRIFICE

Genesis 22:2,7-10; John 10:11,15,17,18; Philippians 2:8; Hebrews 11:17-19; 5:8-10; Acts 3:13-15; Romans 8:32.

Isaac is the type of the Son who is a willing sacrifice and obedient unto death. A son above all sons was to be sacrificed. The promised seed was to be offered on the altar. What a royal sacrifice! (Genesis 22:2,7-10).

Christ offered to sacrifice His life willingly. Nobody took it away from Him. He laid it down willingly. His sacrifice was voluntary (John 10:11,15,17,18) and He was obedient to the death of the cross (Philippians 2:8; Hebrews 5:8-10).

Jesus was the Son of God, the Holy One, the Just and the Prince of life that was crucified. He is our royal sacrifice (Acts 3:13-15). God gave us His best (Romans 8:32). Christ’s sacrifice surpasses all the Old Testament animal sacrifices!

THE READY SUBSTITUTE

Genesis 22:10-13; Romans 8:32; 5:6-8; Hebrews 2:9; Galatians 1:4; Titus 2:14; John 15:13; 1 John 3:16; 1 Peter 3:18; 2 Corinthians 5:15; Matthew 20:28; Mark 10:45.

Abraham at the last moment was spared the ordeal of sacrificing Isaac his beloved son (Genesis 22:10-13). However God went a step further in that He “spared not His own Son but delivered Him up for us all” (Romans 8:32).

God provided a ram as a substitute for Isaac. The ram was ready and available. The ram caught in the ticket is the type of a substitute offered in the place of another.

Christ is our ready, available, willing substitute. He tasted death for EVERY MAN (Hebrews 2:9; Galatians 1:4). He died for us and also in our place (Romans 5:6-8; Titus 2:14; 1 Peter 3:18; 2 Corinthians 5:15; Mark 10:45; Matthew 20:28).

THE RESURRECTED SAVIOUR

Hebrews 11:17-19; Matthew 28:1-10; Mark 16:1-14; Luke 24:26,34-48John 21:1-21; Acts 223,24; 3:15,26; 4:10-12,33; 1 Corinthians 15:1-8.

Abraham received Isaac back in a figure – this is resurrection! (Hebrews 11:17-19). The Isaac that went to Mount Moriah “died” and another Isaac “resurrected” who was received back in a figure for God “raised him up from the dead” (Hebrews 11:17-19).

Christ is risen from the dead to be our Saviour. He is no longer on the cross. The tomb is empty! He is alive! We have a glorified, resurrected Son of God (Matthew 28:1-10; Mark 16:1-14; Luke 24:26,34-48John 21:1-21; Acts 223,24; 3:15,26; 4:10-12,33; 1 Corinthians 15:1-8).

Redemption is one of the benefits of Christ’s resurrection (Acts 3:26).
