THE ONLY WAY

John 14:4-6

Many roads may lead to Rome but only one way leads to God and heaven. God is not the author of confusion (1 Corinthians 14:33,40). God is the author of life, truth, order and everything that is good (1 Corinthians 14:33,40; James 1:17; 2 Peter 1:3,4; 1 John 1:5). The devil by contrast is the author and father of death, lies, confusion and everything that is evil (John 10:10; 8:44; Matthew 13:24-30,36-42).

Whatever confusion and perplexity that may be in the hearts of men concerning the way of salvation, God has not left man in the dark. He has clearly revealed His mind through His Son Jesus Christ.

Jesus declared with ALL authority, without a shadow of doubt that He is THE WAY. There is no other way. He is not just one of the ways. He is THE ONLY WAY. Any other thing or person masquerading as the way is a falsehood, a byway that is of no use, a pathway to eternal damnation.

PERPLEXITY OF THE CONFUSED

John 14:4,5; 3:4,9; 18:38; Mark 10:17; Luke 10:25,29; 13:23; 3:10,12,14; Acts 2:37; 16:30; 8:30,31.

Following a sermon of encouragement and assurance, Christ declared to the disciples “And whither I go ye know, and the way ye know” (John 14:4).

Confused Thomas replied emphatically “Lord, we know not whither thou goest; and how can we know the way?” (John 14:5).

Thomas’ reply reads like a script out of a twentieth century philosophy book. Our generation is indeed very confused, perplexed, overwhelmed. If there are so many religions all vieing for my attention, all claiming to be right, all offering different modes of worship, different tenets of faith, different styles of dressing, etc. how can I know which one to follow? Sounds familiar.

“How can we know the way?” is indeed one of life’s great question. It is similar to other great life’s questions found in the Bible (John 3:4,9; 18:38; Mark 10:17; Luke 10:25,29; 13:23; 3:10,12,14; Acts 2:37; 16:30; 8:30,31).

We should be grateful that God has not left us in the dark as to the answer to this great question. We need not grope in the dark. We need not search in blindness. We need not use a spoon to dry the ocean.

PROCLAMATION OF CHRIST

John 14:6; 9:39-41; 10:9; 1:29; 6:37; Romans 5:1,2,17,18,21; Luke 19:10; Acts 5:31; Hebrews 7:25; 2:9; 9:28; 1 Peter 3:18; 1 John 3:5; Titus 2:14.

The proclamation of Christ settles this question for all eternity: “I AM THE WAY, the truth, and the life: NO MAN COMETH UNTO THE FATHER, BUT BY ME” (John 14:6).

Don’t be a confused Thomas any more, Christ is THE way. Don’t be a doubting Thomas any longer, Christ is THE ONLY way.

“I AM” is used 58 times in John’s gospel by Christ and the usages are very significant and deliberate (John 4:26; 5:43; 6:35-7:36; 8:12-9:39; 10:7-12:46; 13:13-14:20; 15:1-5; 16:28-32; 17:10-18,37; 19:21; 20:17).

Christ is THE way. Any other “way” is a byway that leads to hell. Any other “way” is a spiritual detour that leads to a dead end. Christ is THE way to salvation, the ONLY way to God, the TRUE way to God.

Man is blind and lost in the jungle of sin and trespasses, Christ came to open the eyes of the blind and also to show us the way (Luke 19:10; John 9:39-41).

(1) The only way to God (Matthew 7:14; John 10:1,7,9; 14:6)

(2) The only remedy from sin and its consequences (John 3:14)

(3) The way of escape (1 Corinthians 10:13)

(4) The way into the holiest (Hebrews 9:8-15; 10:19-23)

(5) The new and living way (Hebrews 10:20; 5:9)

(6) The way of truth (2 Peter 2:2)

(7) The right way (2 Peter 2:15)

(8) The way of righteousness (2 Peter 2:21; 1 Corinthians 1:30)

PRESSING INTO CHRIST

Luke 16:16; 13:23,24; 10:25,29; 19:10; John 14:6; 3:9,3-7; 9:39-41; Matthew 11:12; 7:13,14; Mark 1:15.

“The law and the prophets were until John: since that time the kingdom of God is preached, and every man presseth into it” (Luke 16:16).

Come into Christ and His kingdom. Press into the kingdom. Press through to conversion. Get to know and follow THE way so that you will not be lost forever.

Your priority is not asking “are there few that be saved?”, you ought to “strive to enter in at the strait gate” (Luke 13:23,24). Don’t be too curious like Nicodemus asking “how can these things be?”, just come and be born again (John 3:9,3-7). Don’t just be interested in an academic discussion of how to inherit eternal life like the hypocritical lawyer, take definite steps to be born again (Luke 10:25,29).

Are you lost in the jungle of sin and iniquity? Christ is the way. He came to seek and save the lost (John 14:6; Luke 19:10). Are you blind and groping in the darkness of sin? He came to give you sight (John 9:39-41).

There is no cheap and easy way to salvation other than to repent and believe the gospel. Abandon your sin, strive to enter in and take the kingdom by force irrespective of the obstacles along your pathway. The way is strait and narrow, no sin or indulgence can ever pass through (Mark 1:15; Matthew 11:12; 7:13,14; Luke 13:23,24; 16:16).
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
