DAVID: CONQUERING GIANTS TO INHERIT THE THRONE II
Every one created by God can conquer giants to inherit the throne. The sizes of thrones differ in various walks of life but they are still thrones nonetheless. The president of a nation is different from the president of a club but they are still both presidents. The Queen of England occupies a throne just as well as the Eze or the Oba in the Nigerian village.
God’s plan for your life differs from that of others. Fulfilling God’s plan and will for your life is essentially getting to your throne. However to do this, there are giants to conquer on the way.

In the first part of this message, we have looked at three important points as David conquered giants on his way to the throne:
· PRACTICAL OBEDIENCE AND CONVERSION

· PRESENT OBSCURITY AND COMMITMENT 

· PRESENT OPINION OF CRITICS

If we are in the will of God and are who God wants us to be, the present opinion of critics do not matter. Be focused on your objective of mapping your way to the throne.
A man who wants to lead the orchestra must turn his back on the crowd.
There are three other important things we see in David’s journey to the throne. The obstacles were there, but so also were the opportunities. The enemies were there, but so also were the enablers. Hostility and help, mistakes and miracles, problems and possibilities intermingled in unavoidable ways. David made some mess along the way but God gave him the opportunity to turn his mess into a message, the boos of defeat into boomerangs of dominion, the silence of a victim into the shouts of a victor. You can experience the same thing for our God has not changed and specializes in raising the beggar from the dunghill and setting them among princes (1 Samuel 2:8).

PUBLIC OPPORTUNITY FOR CONQUEST

1 Samuel 17:55-58; 18:2,5-9; 11:1-5; 2 Samuel 5:2,3; Exodus 7:8-12,19-22; 8:18,19; Luke 9:1,2; Mark 9:17,18.
Although David had been anointed king over Israel, he was yet to earn respect as a king (1 Samuel 16:13). God gave him the first public opportunity for conquest in his confrontation with Goliath (1 Samuel 17:28-58). He won and therefore rose to national acclaim (1 Samuel 17:55-58; 18:2,5-9; 2 Samuel 5:2,3).
God met Moses by the burning bush but later provided him the public opportunity to show his superiority over the magicians of Egypt (Exodus 7:8-12,19-22; 8:18,19).

Jesus made the Galilean fishermen into apostles but later gave them the public opportunity to manifest power and authority and win the confidence of the people (Luke 9:1,2; Mark 9:17,18).

Saul was anointed king of Israel by Samuel (1 Samuel 9:1-27; 10:1-15). However the victory over Nahash the Ammonite gave him the public opportunity to prove his worth and forced the nation to accept him as king and renew the kingdom at Gilgal (1 Samuel 11:1-15).

Your time will come. The awaited public opportunity will surely come for you to demonstrate the qualities of a more than conqueror. Take advantage of it.

PERSISTENT OPPOSITION OF CASTAWAYS

1 Samuel 18:7-9; 19:14,15; 23:11,12; 24:1-3; 26:1-3,18,19; 2 Samuel 5:17-25; 2 Timothy 3:12; Matthew 5:10-12; Luke 6:22,23
Once you are on the pathway to achievement, oppositions are bound to rise. Saul was the king who was rejected and cast away by God for his disobedience, obstinacy and lack of repentance (1 Samuel 13:13,14; 15:1-23). Saul decided to eliminate David. He persistently oppressed and hunted David (1 Samuel 18:7-9; 19:14,15; 23:11,12; 24:1-3; 26:1-3,18,19).

The moment David was made a king, the Philistine rose up to oppose and fight him (2 Samuel 5:17-25). The moment you begin to walk the highway of holiness, backsliders will persecute you (2 Timothy 3:12; Matthew 5:10-12; Luke 6:22,23).

The castaways are the “has beens”, the rejected, the defeated, the failures. They hate to see others succeed where they have failed. They therefore try to pull down whoever is striving to breakthrough to achievement.

PERMANENT ORDINATION AND CROWNING

2 Samuel 2:1-11; 5:1-5; Hebrews 6:12; Philippians 3:13,14; Revelation 3:11; 2:10; Jeremiah 29:11
David was anointed king by Samuel (1 Samuel 16:13). Despite his demonstration of his capability, Saul did not allow him to reign. He sought David’s life (1 Samuel 18:7-9; 19:14,15; 23:11,12; 24:1-3; 26:1-3,18,19).
Even after Saul’s death, David was made king over a small part of Israel (2 Samuel 2:1-4) while Saul’s son reigned over the remaining part even though illegitimately (2 Samuel 2:8-11). This state of affairs continued for another seven and a half years (2 Samuel 2:11; 5:4,5). David was patient and through faith and patience he inherited God’s promise (Hebrews 6:12).

Eventually, all Israel came to anoint David king over the whole nation and legitimize his reign (2 Samuel 5:1-5).
