A Chinese proverb says that if you are thinking in terms of a year, plant a perennial. If you are thinking in terms of a decade, plant a tree. But if you are thinking in terms of a century, educate the people.
Education is one of the most important things that parents can give their children. Educating a child is essentially investing in that child’s future. Your child’s future is far more important than the unending containers constantly being shipped to Africa as well as the unfinished projects that litter the African landscape which serve as monuments to the activities of Africans in diaspora.

EXPLOITATION THROUGH TERRIBLE IGNORANCE

2 Corinthians 2:11; Hosea 4:6; Isaiah 5:13; Galatians 4:1-7; Ecclesiastes 10:7; 1 Corinthians 10:1; 12:1
Exploitation and marginalization are products of terrible ignorance. The more ignorant an individual is, the more he or she is liable to be downtrodden by people.

Even Satan exploits people’s ignorance (2 Corinthians 2:11). There is no premium on ignorance. Ignorance is an expensive commodity that results in wasted lives and lost opportunities. Ignorance is always the pathway to defeat and failure (Hosea 4:6; Isaiah 5:13). An individual can live like a commoner although he might be a prince in reality if he does not know his privilege (Galatians 4:1-7; Ecclesiastes 10:7). Ignorance acts as a brake on our progress, it places a restriction on people’s achievement.
EMANCIPATION THROUGH TRANSFORMING INSIGHT

The truth that we know has the capacity to set us free (John 8:32,36). Liberty is always in proportion to the light that we have. The better the quality of our information and the greater the quantity of such good information, the higher our chances of successful achievement.

We have been encouraged to buy the truth and never sell it (Proverbs 23:23). Freedom and liberty come as we receive transforming truth. 
Contrary to Agrippa’s pronouncement, much learning does not make one mad but makes one fit for life and be equipped to take advantage of opportunities (Acts 26:24-28; Proverbs 18:15,16).

EDUCATION: A TANGIBLE INVESTMENT

2 Corinthians 9:6-7; Galatians 6:6-10; Hosea 8:7; 10:12; Proverbs 8:10,11; 3:13-18; 4:7-9; Acts 7:22
Education is never a cost, it is an investment. It is a present seed that will bring a future harvest. To sow ignorance is to reap poverty. To sow education is to reap a prosperous future.
